Romans 15 / 16



Romans 15:4-7

...whatever was written in former days was written for our 
instruction, that through endurance and through the 

encouragement of the Scriptures we might have hope. 
May the God of endurance and encouragement 

grant you to live in such harmony with one another, 
in accord with Christ Jesus, 

that together you may with one voice 
glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

Therefore welcome one another 
as Christ has welcomed you, 

for the glory of God.

...by overflowing with ChristÕs hope 
to the world   [Romans 15:8-13]



Romans 15:21, 24-26

...as it is written,

    "Those who have never been told of him will see,
   and those who have never heard will understand."

At present, however, I am going to Jerusalem

...by partnering in the local and global 
mission of God  [Romans 15:14-29]
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Romans 16:17-20

I appeal to you, brothers, to watch out for those 
who cause divisions and create obstacles 

contrary to the doctrine that you have been taught; 
avoid them. For such persons do not serve our Lord Christ, 
but their own appetites, and by smooth talk and flattery they 

deceive the hearts of the naive. For your obedience 
is known to all, so that I rejoice over you, 

but I want you to be wise as to what is good 
and innocent as to what is evil.  

The God of peace will soon crush Satan under your feet. 
The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.
